Chairman Jacqueline Lauterbach called the meeting order at 6:00pm.  Jacqueline Lauterbach offered invocation. 
MEMBERS PRESENT

Jacqueline Lauterbach, Andy Davis, Allen Bolin, Linda Logan and Mary Jackson.  Planning and Zoning Administrator Bob Clark, Town Administrator Pauline Armstrong and Commissioner Davis were also present.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Andy Davis made a motion to approve the minutes from the Planning Board meeting held on June 15, 2023.  Allen Bolin seconded the motion.  The motion carried 5-0.

OLD BUSINESS
1. Garbage Containers for Multifamily Units.  The Board reviewed and finalized the draft Ordinance for container/garbage pickup of dumpsters for multifamily units and set the standards for the enclosures.  Motion made by Allen Bolin to accept the proposed standards by memo dated 8/11/23 for dumpster enclosure design and construction described and recommend the Board of Commissioners approve the amendments by adding dumpster enclosure design and construction standards to Sec. 604 Standards for Individual Uses because the planning board finds they are consistent with provisions of the Comprehensive Land Use Plan - 2030, including, but not limited to, the plan's overarching theme of town clean-up through addressing nuisance issues and boosting the town's image.  The motion was seconded by Jacqueline Lauterbach.  The motion carried 5 – 0.
2. Update on Legislation.  Bob Clark gave a brief update with a several bills mentioned. HB 675 ETJ elimination did not get a senate vote this time, but may come up in the next session. SB677 was ratified, setting a potentially troublesome maximum review period for commercial and multi-family plans and permit reviews. Pauline let the board know that Rep. Fontenot would be attending the Nov. 8th town board meeting about funding for the new town hall and some street work appropriations included for Sharpsburg. Unfortunately, funds for stormwater improvements were not, but there will be DEQ grant funds to go after.
3. Stormwater – Bob Clark noted he had updated the commercial site plan checklist and subdivision ordinance checklists to cover some recommendations from the recent study.

MEMBER COMMENTS
The Board discussed and decided by consensus that there will not be a December meeting.

PLANNING & ZONING ADMINISTRATOR COMMENTS

a.  Data processing facilities ordinance approved. Clark said the data processing facilities amendment has been added to the zoning ordinance, but will not be distributed or posted until after the expected passage by the Board of Commissioners on November 8th of the dumpster containment standards amendment.

b. Updated official zoning map available Members were asked to place the distributed copy of the reprinted zoning map in their copies of the ordinance.

c. Clark informed the board there would be an evidentiary hearing on a special use permit at the board’s November 16th meeting.
