c. Ordinance O-2023-06.  Commissioner Davis made a motion to adopt Ordinance O-2023-06 Amending the Sharpsburg Code of Ordinances 98.02 Excavations.  Commissioner Etheridge seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 4 yes - 0 no.

f. Capital Project Ordinance O-2023-05.  Commissioner Etheridge made a motion to adopt Ordinance O-2023-05 Capital Project Ordinance for 2023 CWSRF Wastewater System Improvements Project #SRP-W-0219.  Commissioner Pride seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 4 yes - 0 no.
g. UCPCOG Contract SRP-W-0219.  Commissioner Davis made a motion to approve the Contract with Upper Coastal Plain Council of Government for grant administration on Project SRP-W-0219, not to exceed $60,000.  Commissioner Virgil seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 4 yes - 0 no.
h. Personnel Policy Amendment – Tuition Reimbursement.  Commissioner Davis made a motion to approve the Personnel Policy Amendment to increase the tuition reimbursement to $2,500 per fiscal year per employee.  Commissioner Pride seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 4 yes - 0 no.
i. Tri-Community League request for Town water.  After much discussion, Commissioner Davis made a motion to table the request until further information could be received from the League.  Commissioner Etheridge seconded the motion.  The motion carried by a vote of 4 yes - 0 no.
