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MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE SHARPSBURG BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

February 7, 2017 
6:30 PM

Mayor Weaver called the meeting to order.  Commissioner Pride offered invocation.  Mayor Weaver led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Tracy Sullivan, Town Clerk called the roll.  
BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT

Mayor Weaver, Mayor Pro-Tem Humphrey, Commissioner Davis, Commissioner Pride, Commissioner Collie and Commissioner Jackson.  Blake Proctor, Town Administrator and Brian Pridgen, Town Attorney were also present.  
PRESENTATIONS
Joe Dooley and Todd Steele – Mr. Dooley and Mr. Steele informed the Board that the CDBG grant that the Town applied in for 2016 was not funded.  Mr. Dooley asked that the Board authorize the Mayor to execute a letter of extension to meet the milestones for the existing loan/grant.  Mr. Dooley stressed the need for an Asset Management Plan for the upcoming application for funding.  He also asked that the Board approve funding for an Asset Management Plan in the amount of $22,500.  He stated that a field survey needed to be completed in the amount of $16,000 which could or could not be reimbursed by the $1,000,000 grant/loan.   
Mr. Steele stated that the AIA (Asset Mgmt Plan) grants were not funded and explained the immediate need for funding an Asset Management Plan.  
Commissioner Davis made a motion to appropriate up to $25,000 for an Asset Management Plan.  Commissioner Pride seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Commissioner Pride made a motion to appropriate $16,000 for field surveying.  Commissioner Davis seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Commissioner Pride made a motion to authorize Mayor Weaver to execute the letter requesting an extension.  Commissioner Jackson seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

PUBLIC PETITIONS AND COMMUNICATIONS

Joseph Strachan – Mr. Strachan complained that the ditch on his property suffered damages during the hurricane and wants the Town to repair it.  He also stated that he was not checked on during the flooding of Hurricane Matthew with the exception of Commissioner Pride.  He was also upset with the Police Department concerning a civil matter dealing with his property.  He stated that Sharpsburg Police Department told Wilson County Sherriff’s office not to respond to his call.  Chief Hunt responded that he was unaware of such but would check on his complaint.
The Mayor asked Mr. Proctor to follow-up with Mr. Strachan concerning his ditch concerns.
