CITIZENS PETITIONS AND COMPLAINTS

Cheryl O’Neal – Mrs. O’Neal stated that she was not seeing police officers in her community and asked if there was a problem that citizens needed to be aware of?  Commissioner Collie answered that the police department was short staffed but would hopefully hire more officers soon.  Mrs. O’Neal asked the Board why they had placed employees in positions that did not hold degrees.  She stated that the Town was the laughing stock because of decisions made by the Board.  She further stated that the Board had fired several people of color but one person remains in a position, why?  Mrs. O’Neal commented that she did not receive documentation that she requested from Tracy Sullivan in reference to her father’s utility account.
